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For the first assignment, I chose to look at the Atlanta Braves attendance, league wins and the starting lineup salaries for this assignment.  





The first graph illustrates the yearly attendance for the past 10 years.  From 1988 through 1990 the braves attendance was at its lowest point due to their losing record.  This changed in 1991 when the team went from worst to first and made it to the World Series only to lose to Minnesota.  At this point people began to come back to the ballpark to see the Braves play since they were winning.  In 1992, the Braves played  in the World Series only to lose again to Toronto.  In 1994, the Major League Baseball players went on strike resulting in a loss in attendance and interest in baseball.  After the strike ended the fans did not come back to the ballpark even in 1995 when the Atlanta Braves won the World Series against Cleveland.  It wasn’t until the 1996 and 1997 season that you can see the attendance move upward.
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This graph illustrates the percentage of National League East Division wins the Atlanta Braves were able to produce against each team in their division.    The Braves had a total of 30 division wins in 1998.
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The last graph illustrates the 1998 starting lineup salaries.  As you can see the salaries range widely and winning comes with a large price tag.  I know that many of these players signed for a significant increase for the coming season.  
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
